All companies licensed to write insurance in the State of Illinois, classified in Section 4, Class 2(c) of the Illinois Insurance Code [215 ILCS 5/4], are hereby notified that they are to submit data related to medical professional liability coverage pursuant to Illinois Insurance Cost Containment Act [215 ILCS 5/1200] and Part 4203 Subpart B of the Illinois Administrative Code (50 Ill. Adm. Code 4203.200). Companies with less than $500,000 direct written premium on lines 11.1 and 11.2 (collectively) of their 2024 Illinois State Page Exhibit will be given an automatic filing exemption for 2024.
